1  Sir  Akxmdflr  MaoViinrin  lerfsd  with  Lofd  Moln't  ■»!¥  on  the  expedition  for  the  reUef 
of  Ottend*  in  1794;  ee  leoond  in  oommend  el  the  eeptnie  of  the  Cepe  of  Gk>od  Hope,  in  1795| 
in  oommaiid  of  ediTidon  on  the  expedition ageinit  amgUm^  in  1808;  ud  afterimde  m  wwnmend 
of  the  anny  in  the  two  Gelebriee. 

2  Lord  Cork  lerfed  in  Ftenden,  in  1799,  end  wae  preient  el  the  deffM  of  Yelenoiennet  end 
Dunkirk,  et  the  former  of  which  he  wai  one  of  the  storming  pertjr.

Chapuy,  and  35  piecea  of  Artillery.    He  serred  subsequently  in  Ireland  and  in  Jersey. 

12  Lord  Carysfort  senred  as  Secretary  to  the  mission  of  Colonel  Crawford,  at  the  head- 
qnarters  of  the  Archduke  Charles,  and  wae  present  at  all  the  battles  of  the  campaign  of  1796 
in  Germany,  at  the  siege  of  Kehl,  and  the  aflair  at  the  beginning  of  1797,  on  the  Rhine. 
Serred  ea  Aide-de-camp  to  Lord  Comwallis  in  Ireland  during  the  Bebellion;  after  which  he 
was  employed  in  Germany,  and  was  present  at  all  the  actions  of  that  year  in  Switserland,  under 
General  Hotie,  and  with  the  Russian  army  at  the  battle  of  Zurich.  Campaign  in  Egypt  ee 
Aide-de-camp  to  Sir  Ralph  Abererombj,  and  afterwards  to  Lord  Hutchinson.  On  the  Qaarter- 
Master-Generd'a  staff  on  the  expedition  to  Sweden,  and  afterwards  to  Spain,  under  Sir  John 
Hoore,  indudhig  the  battle  of  Corunna.  Embarked  with  the  Guards  for  Waleheren  in  July 
1809,  and  aerred  in  the  reaerre  in  South  Beyeland.  Accompanied  the  Guards  to  Spain  in  1811, 
and  was  appointed  to  the  command  of  the  garrison  of  Cadiz.  At  the  defence  of  Terifa,  he  wee 
second  in  command.  Marched  fhnn  thence  with  the  detachment  of  the  Guards  that  Joined 
Lord  HjU,  and  mibaequently  fonned  a  Junction  with  the  Duke  of  Wellington  on  hia  retreat

69  IfTajor-General  fienderson  served  in  Ireland  dtirin^  the  Rebellion,  in  1798  $  it  the 
Held'er,  in  1799;  and  was  present  at  the  first  landing,  and  battles  of  the  19th  Sept.,  2nii 
and  6th  Oct  Expedition  to  Egypt  nnder  Sir  B^h  Abercromby,  in  1801.  Landed  in  Por- 
ta^al  in  1808,  and  was  present  at  the  battle  of  Yimiera,  retreat  to,  and  baitle  of  Corunna. 
Expedition  to  the  Scheldt  and  siege  of  Flushing  in  1809.  Served  afterwards  in  the  Peninsnla 
from  1811  to  the  end  of  that  war  in  1814^  and  commanded  the  Queen's  at  the  battle  of  Toulouse. 
He  has  received  the  War  Medal  with  three  Clasps  for  Yimiera,  Corunna,  and  Toulouse. 

70  Maj6r- General  Parke  was  present  ivith  the  39th  at  the  onglnal  capture  of  Deinerara^ 
Essequibo,  and  Berbice,  in  the  spring  of  1796,  when  the  expedition  commanded  b^  General 
White  captured  those  colonies.

71  Major- General  Macpherson  accompanied  part  of  the  88th  to  the  West  Indies,  the  latter 

part  of  1795,  and  was  present  at  the  takmg  of  St.  Lucia,  in  1796;  also  at  the  reduction  of  the 
Brigands  in  Grenada,  at  the  storm  of  Port  hoyal,  and  several  other  places  in  that  island.  Em- 

barked with  the  regiment  for  the  East  Indies,  in  June  1799,  and  during  a  period  of  six  years  he 
was  actively  employed  in  the  three  Presidencies.  In  1806  embarked  with  the  expedition  to 
South  America ;  was  present  in  sevieral  skirmishes  on  the  march  to  and  in  firont  of  Buenos

His  next 
service  was  with  Sir  John  Osfvald's  expedition  against  the  Greek  Islands;  subsequently  to 
which  he  was  employed  in  constant  desultory  service  in  the  Mediterranean,  and  was  also  with 
the  English  corps  attached  to  the  Austrian  Army  under  Count  Nugent,— for  the  latter  service 
he  received  a  gold  Medal  from  the  Emperor  of  Austria.

75  llijor*Oenenl  Money  senred  twenty-five  years  in  the  llih  Dragoons:— In  Flanden  and 
Holland  in  1794  and  95,  and  in  Gennaay  the  latter  year,  including  the  attack  on  the  Freneh 
lines,  17th  April ;  their  defeat  on  the  heights  of  Catean,  26fch  April,  and  near  Toumay ^  3fd 
Hay;  battles  of  Bonbaix  and  Lannoy,  defeat  of  the  French  near  Tonmay,  22nd  May  1794$ 
and  aflair  at  Bonunel,  2nd  Jan.  1795.  Campaign  of  1799  in  Holland,  including  the  aotiona  of 
the  lOlh  and  19th  Sept.,  2nd  uid  6th  October.

Detached  with  hia  Orwns* 
dier  company  to  retard  the  advance  of  the  French  on  their  march  to  invest  Scylla  Caatle  ia 
Cslabria,  and  invsde  Sicily.  Served  in  the  Grenadier  battalion  at  the  Faio,  in  Sicily,  for 
several  weeks,  under  the  fire  of  the  French  batteries  erected  in  Calabria.  Second  in  oomnand 
to  General  Blommart  in  a  Grenadier  Battalion  sent  from  Sicily  to  Spain.  He  was  ndTmnced 
with  his  Grenadier  Company  and  two  field-pieces^  in  the  attack  on,  and  expoldon  of»  thePi«»ch 
Drom  the  heights  before  Genoa.  Second  in  command  to  Iieut*CoL  John  wil^  tha  flank  eoce* 
nany  detachments  up  the  Penobscot  river  in  North  America,  and  coounanded  the  adranoe  ia 
lonaing  a  podtion  at  Hampden  defended  by  treble  our  numbers. 

80  Mi^or^General  Addison  served  in  the  American  war,  on  thestaff  of  Sir  JohnSherbrooke. 
81  Sir  Frauds  Cockbom  served  in  South  America  in  1807;  in  the  Peninsula  in  1809  and 

1810|  and  in  Canada  from  1811  to  1814. 
82  Major  General  Charrotie  served  three  years  in  the  East  Indies,  and  was  present  nt  ths 

mutiny  at  Vdlore  in  1806,  when  nearly  the  whole  of  the  69th  were  massacred  in  their  bnrmcka. 
He  served  in  the  Penintola  with  the  2nd  Life  Guards,  from  1812  to  the  end  of  that  war  in  1814, 
indnding  the  battles  of  Vittoria,  Paapeluna^  and  Toulouse.  He  has  lecdved  the  War  Madal 
with  two  Chups* 

83  MMJQT^CUiunX  Patrick  Campben  (B.  Artillery)  was  at  the  ci^tare  of  St.  Lodn  In  179«. 
•ad  sahi«<iQtBtlj  in  tha  Cnrib  war  in  St.  YiDoent.    Served  also  ia  tba  Peidawia  frgm  Jaa 
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1809  to  tiw  «nd  of  that  war  in  1814,  inolndtng  the  batUea  of  TalftTara  and  Castalla.    He  has 
received  the  War  Medal  with  one  Clasp  for  TalaTera. 

84  Bfajor-Oeneral  Farkinaon  lerrea  at  the  capture  of  the  Island  of  Bourbon  in  1810,  as 
I>epat7-Adjatant-QeneraL  Prooeeded  with  the  d3rd  to  Stralsnnd  in  Pomerania  in  1813;  and 
firom  thence  to  Holland  in  1814 ;  was  present  at  the  attack  on  Merxem  and  bombardment  of 
Antwerp^  and  commanded  the  regt  at  the  storming  of  Bergen-op-Zoom,  where  he  received  a 
serere  oontnsion.   Serred  also  the  campaign  of  1815,  and  was  severely  wounded  at  Quatre  Bras. 

85  Major-Qeneral  Unellyn  served  m  Sie  52nd  at  Ferrol,  Cadis,  and  in  the  Mediterranean, 
in  1800  and  1801.  Having  obtained  a  company  by  purchase  in  the  28th  regt,  he  accompanied 
it  to  the  Peninsula  in  1809,  and,  with  the  exception  of  one  year's  absence  in  England,  occasioned 
by  ill-health,  he  was  actively  employed  with  it  in  the  various  duties  that  fell  to  its  share  in  the 
campa^ns  in  which  it  bore  such  a  conspicuous  part  Besides  many  services  of  minor  impor- 

tance, he  was  present  with  his  regiment  at  the  battle  of  Bnsaco,  defence  of  the  Lines  of  Lisbon, 
advanoe  on  Campo  Mayor,  siege  of  Bsdajos,  battle  of  Albahera,  capture  of  a  French  corps  at 
Arroyo  de  MoUno,  attack  and  capture  of  the  Forts  and  Bridge  of  Almaras,  advance  on  Aranjnez 
and  Madrid,  occupation  of  Bourdeaux.  Li  1815  he  embarked  with  his  regiment  for  the 
Netherlamb,  where  he  was  personally  engaged  with  it  in  the  battles  of  Qaatre  Bras  and 
Waterloo,  in  the  latter  of  which  he  wav  severely  wounded,  and  received  for  his  conduct  in  the 
field  the  brevet  rank  of  Lt-Colonel  and  the  C<mipanionship  of  the  Bath.

and  11;  and  aU  the  succeeding  Peninsular  campaigns,  including  the  battle  of  Barross,  attack  of 
the  enemy  on  the  heights  near  Moresoo,  aflBur  of  Senhora  de  la  Pena,  battle  of  Salamanca, 
action  of  San  Mnnos,  battle  of  Vittoria,  attack  at  Maya,  battles  of  the  Pyreneea  on  the  30th

Preaent  during  the  operations  against  Ameer  Khan  and  the 
Pindarriea,  capture  of  the  Mauritius,  p<irt  of  the  retreat  from  Bureos,  action  on  the  Hormaza 
(wounded),  hattle  of  Vittoria,  investment  of  Fampeluna,  battle  of  (he  Pyrenees,  inyestment  of 
Bayonne  (horse  shot),  actions  of  Vic  Bigorre  and  Tarbes,  battle  of  Toulouse  (horse  shot), 
battle  of  Bladensburg  (two  horses  shot),  capture  of  Washington,  attack  on  Baltimore,  operationa 
before  New  Orleans  (boarding  and  capture  of  American  Flotilla — action  25  th  Dec  wounded 
seyeralj— -nnsnccessful  aasauU  Jan.  (wounded  severely),  battle  of  Qnatre  Bras,  retreat  of  17th  of 
June,  Waterloo  (horse  shot  and  one  sabrod),  investment  and  capitulation  of  Paris.

lightlj  laden"  (British  Commissioners*  Dei^patoh,  Parliamentary  Paper)— and  thus  did  this auxiliary  corps  decisively  contribute  to  the  successful  termination  of  the  war.  He  holds  the  rank 
of  Lient-Gceneral  in  the  national  army  of  Spain,  by  license  of  a  British  ro^al  warranty — also, 
honoured  by  her  Majesty  for  these  services  with  the  Cross  of  Commander  of  the  Bath,  and  by 
the  government  of  Spain  with  the  grand  crosses  of  St.  Ferdinand  and  Charles  III.  Keceived 
hia  Company*  Majority,  and  Lt -Colonelcy  in  the  British  service  for  conduct  against  the 
enemy.  Sir  De  Lacy  has  received  the  War  Medal  with  three  Clasps  for  Vittoria,  Pyrenees. 
and  Toulouse. 

99  Major-General  Scott  proceeded  to  the  Peninsula  in  18()S,  and  was  present  with  the  Soota 
IPosilier  Guards  at  the  Passsge  of  the  Douro,  capture  of  Oporto,  subsequent  retreat  of  Soult's 
army,  ̂ nd  battle  of  Talavera,  where  he  was  wounded  through  the  body,  and  being  left  there  in 
hospital  h^  was  made  prisoner.  He  commanded  the  Scots  Fusilier  Guards  for  upwards  of 
three  years.

100  Major-General  the  Honourable  H.  £.  Butler  served  the  Egyptian  campaign  of  1801,  with 
the  2nd  battalion  of  the  27th,  including  the  battles  of  the  1 3th  and  21st  March,  and  has  received 
the  medaL  Served  also  with  the  Portuguese  army  in  1810  and  1811,  and  was  wounded  at 
Bttsaco,  for  which  battle  he  has  received  the  War  Medal  with  one  Clasp. 

101  Major-Geueral  Fleming  served  in  Sicily,  and  with  the  Army  under  Sir  John  Stuart  in 
C^abria  in  1806.  In  Egypt  in  1807,  at  the  taking  of  Alexandria,  and  attack  on  Rosetta.  With 
the  expedition  under  Sir  David  Baird  to  Coruona,  and  the  Peninsular  campaigns  of  1808,  9, 
10,  and  1 1,  including  the  passage  of  the  Alberche  with  the  advanced  Brigade,  and  battles  of 
Talaverm,  Busaco,  and  Albuhera  (very  severely  wounded),  for  which  be  has  received  the  War 
Medal  with  three  Clasps.  Served  in  the  West  Indies,  iucluding  the  expedition  to  the  Southern 
States  of  America,  from  1813  to  1810;  in  the  East  Indies  from  1S20  to  1823  inclusive  ;  and  in 
Canada  from  1829  to  1833. 

102  Sir  John  Bolt  served  with  the  58th  in  Egypt  in  1801,  and  was  shot  through  the 
body  in  the  action  on  the  landing.  Accompanied  the  expedition  to  Naples  in  1805,  and  re- 

mained with  that  army  until  its  arrival  in  Sicily,  Served  with  the  2nd  battalion  in  the  Penin- 
fiula  the  latter  part  of  1809  and  until  Feb.  1810,  when  ho  was  appointed  to  the  Portuguese 
service;  present  at  the  battle  of  Busaco,  covering  the  operations  against  Ciudad  Bodrigo,  and 
capture  of  Badajoz.  Commanded  the  17  th  Portuguese  regiment  from  April  1812  to  the  con- 
dnsion  of  the  war,  including  the  actions  of  Berlanza  and  near  Las  Casus,  battle  of  Vittoria 
actions  in  the  Pyrenees  at  Santa  Barbara,  2nd  Aug.,  and  attack  of  Vera  heights  7th  Oct.,  battle 
oC  the  Nivelle,  batUe  and  operations  of  the  Nive  on  the  9(h,  10th,  lUb,  12th,  and  13th  Dec. 
1813,  battles  of  Orthes  and  Toulouse.  From  the  period  of  landing  in  the  Peninsula  in  1809, 
nntil  the  ooncloston  of  hostilities  in  April  1814,  he  was  nover  one  day  absent  from  his  duty.

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Vedras,  part  of  the  siege  of  Oliren^a,  aiege  of  Ciiided  Bodrlgo^  last  liege  of  Badijos,  allinr  of 
the  Gaarcna,  battle  of  Salamanca,  part  of  the  siege  of  Burgos,  af&ir  of  Villa  Muriel,  retreat 
from  Borgos  to  Ciudad  Bodrigo,  battles  of  Vittoria  and  the  Pvrenees,  part  of  the  last  siege  of 
8an  Sebastian*  battle  of  thel^i^e,  and  actions  near  Bidart,  JSussnssarj,  and  Villa  Franque;

104  Major-General  l^apier  served  with  the  52nd  at  the  siege  of  Copenhagen  and  battle  of 
Kioge  in  1807.  Aide-de-camp  to  Sir  John  Hope  on  the  expedition  to  Sweden  in  1608;  and 
subsequently  in  Sir  John  Moore's  campaign  in  Spain,  indnding  the  retreat  to,  and  battl«  ol^ 
Coronna.  In  Sicily  with  the  regiment  until  the  autumn  of  1810.  Served  afterwards  in  tho 

Peninsula  on  tiie  stafi^  including  the  defence  of  Cadiz,  battle  of  Fnentes  d'Onor,  2nd  siege  of 
Badajos,  battles  of  Salamanca,  Vittoria,  Nivelle,  and  the  Nive— indnding  the  various  engage* 
menu  near  the  Mayor's  house — sUghtly  wounded  on  the  10th  Deo.,  and  severely  on  the  litis

105  Major-General  Thorn  accompanied  the  Buffs  to  the  Peninsula  in  Aug:  1808,  where  he 
served  untU  Jan.  1809.  Ke turned  to  the  Peninsula  in  June  following,  and  commanded  the 
Light  Company  of  the  Buffii  at  the  battle  of  Talavera.  Employed  as  an  officer  of  observation  in 
Spanish  Eftremadnra  from  29th  Jan.  to  3rd  March  1810,  from  which  period  until  the  termination 
of  that  war  in  1814,  he  served  as  Deputy- Assistant- Quarter-Master-General  with  the  2im1

Prooeeded  to 
the  P«ninsu]a»  and  joined  the  Slst  Light  Infantry  at  Castello  Branoo,  in  May  1812;  engaged  on 
the  heights  of  San  Christoval,  the  battle  of  Salamanca,  and  surrender  of  the  Betiro  at  Madrid; 
employed  with  his  regiment  before  Burgos;  and  after  the  retreat  fh>m  thence  he  was  attacked  by 
typhus  fever,  and  sent  to  England  for  recovery,  in  May  1813.  Rejoined  the  army  on  the  heights 
of  Echallar  in  September  following,  and  was  present  at  the  battleiof  Nivelle,  and  the  subeeqaeot 
attack  of  the  heights  of  St  P6.  Appointed  Major  of  Brigade  in  Dec.  1813,  uid  attached  to 

Major-General  Hay's  brigade  in  the  5th  division,  and  was  employed  throughout  the  blodtade 
and  operations  before  Ba^ronne.  Appointed  Assistant-Adjntant-General  to  the  6th  division  in 
April  1814,  and  remained  in  charge  of  that  department  until  the  embarkation  of  the  division  im 
Aug.  1814.  On  the  renewal  of  the  war  in  1815,  he  was  re-appointed  to  the  staff  as  Assistant- 
Adjutant- General,  and  attached  to  the  4th  division,  under  Sir  Charles  Colville;  employed  witfi 
his  division  in  the  operations  connected  with  the  battle  of  Waterloo,  the  stonning  of  Cambrmy; 
and  capitulation  of  Paris.  He  has  reoeived  the  War  Medal  with  thne  Clasps  for  Qoadaloape, 
Sslsmanca,  and  Nivelle. 

108  Sir  Wm.  Lewis  Herries  accompanied  the  9th  Dragoons  to  South  America  In  Sept.  1806, 
and  served  as  a  Brtffade-Major  in  the  expedition  against  Buenos  Ayres.  Aide-de-camp  to  Sir 
Eyre  Coote  on  the  Walcheren  expedition  in  1809,  and  was  actively  employed  at  the  siege  and 
taking  of  Flushing.  Acoompanied  Sir  Edward  Paget  to  Spain  as  his  Aide-de-eaom,  ia  June 
1812;  and  when  Sir  Edward  was  taken  prisoner  on  the  retreat  from  Borgoe,  Lord  Wellington 
appointed  him  a  Depnty-Quarter*Master-General,  in  which  capacity  he  served  until  the  end  of 
tViat  war  in  1814,  and  was  present  at  the  battle  of  Vittoria,  siege  of  San  Sebastian,  passage  of  the 
Bidassoa,  the  three  successive  days'  actic^ns  at  the  Mayor's  Houses  in  front  of  Bidart,  where  he 
had  a  horse  shot  under  him.  On  the  14th  of  April  1814,  whilst  endeavouring  with  JAeat  Moore 

(now  Colonel  W.  G.  Moore)  to'ejctrieate  Sir  John  Hoi«  from  his  horse,  whieh  in  the  sortie  froaa 
Bayonne  was  killed  and  had  fallen  upon  him,  he  received  a  mnsket-shot  in  the  Idft  Imee^  was 
taken  prisoner  with  Sir  John  Hope  and  Lieut.

Serred  afterwarda 
in  the  Peninsula  from  June  1811  to  the  end  of  that  war  in  1814,  including  the  siege  and  capture 
of  Badajos,  hattle  of  Salamanca,  retreat  from  Madrid  to  Bargoa,  battles  of  Vittoria,  the 
P;yreDee8  and  NiTelle,  battles  of  the  Nive  on  the  9th,  10th,  11th,  12(h,  and  ISth  Dec  1813, 
besides  various  minor  aifairs.    He  has  received  the  War  Medal  with  six  Clasps. 

111  Lord  James  Hay  served  in  the  Peninsula  and  was  present  at  the  battles  of  Yimiera, 
Talavera,  Busaeo,  Fuentea  d'Onor,  Vittoria,  Pyrenees,  Mivelle,  and  Nive,  for  which  he  has 
received  the  War  Medal  with  eight  Clasps.    He  served  also  the  Waterloo  campaign. 

M2  M^or-Oeneral  T.  J.  Wemyss  served  vrilb  the  Walcheren  expedition  in  1809,  and  snbse- 
oaently  in  the  Peninsula  as  Major  of  Brigade  to  the  50th,  71st,  and  92nd,  from  the  formatioa 
of  that  Brigade  under  Lord  Howard  in  1810,  to  its  final  embarkation  at  Bourdeaox  in  1814  i 
and  was  present  in  the  different  affairs  during  the  retreat  to  the  Lines  near  Lisbon,  actions  of 

Fombal,  Kedinha,  Foi  d'Arouce,  battle  of  Rentes  d'Onor,  surprise  of  Gerard  at  Arroyo  de 
Mdinos,  stom  of  Fort  Napoleon,  and  the  bridge  of  Almarsz,  action  of  Alba  de  Tonnes, 
defence  of  Bejar,  battle  of  Vittoria  (received  the  Brevet  rank  of  Mijor),  and  the  Pyrenees,  at 
Maya,  Lesaoea»  and  Donna  Maria  (severely  wounded),  battles  of  the  Nivelle,  Cam  bo,  Nive, 
St.  Pierre  (wounded),  Hellette,  (Hrris,  St.  Palais,  Tarbes,  Arriveriette,  Orthes,  Aii«^  and 
Toulouse,  Msides  numerous  minor  aflkirs.  Served  also  against  the  Kandians  in  Ceylon.  He 
has  received  the  War  Medal  with  seven  Clasps. 

113  Major*General  Gabriel  was  employed  on  the  Walcheren  expedition  in  1809.  Served 
afterwards  on  the  staff  in  the  Peninsula  until  the  end  of  that  war  in  1814,  and  has  received  the 
War  Medal  and  four  Clasps  for  Busaoo,  Albuhera,  Vittoria,  and  Pyrenees,  and  obtained  the 
brevet  rank  of  Major  for  the  battle  of  the  Pyrenees ;  and  that  of  Lient-Colonel  for  former 
aervioea  in  the  field.

In  1793  heserredatTonlons  landed  at  Fort  La  Malgna 
and  Fort  Mnlgrafe  daring  the  siegCb  In  1798,  at  the  capture  of  a  Fk«noh  squadron  of  three 
frigates  and  two  brigs  off  Tonlon.  In  1805,  battle  of  Trafidgar;  the  ahip  in  which  he  serrt d, 
the  CobuuM^  lost  200  in  killed  and  wonnded.  In  1810,  at  CSidii  during  the  Uookade,  waa  the 
senior  obtain  of  the  expedition  against  Malaga.  In  1814  and  15,  serred  off  New  York  on  tfie 
American  coast,  until  hostilities  finally  ceased.

In  1800 
and  10  he  served  in  the  Great  Belt  in  command  of  a  gun-boat  employed  in  the  protection  of  onr 

eonvoySy  and  was  engaged  with  the  enemy^s  gun  and  row-boats.  On  the  night  of  the  1st  of  Aug. 
1810  cat  out  three  merchant  vessels  under  a  heavy  fire  of  field-pieces  and  muske'ry.  Six  weeks 
detached  firnm  H.  M.  8.  Vanguard  the  same  year,  to  intercept  the  communication  between  the 
Port  of  Rostock  and  Wismar ;  assisted  at  the  capture  of  a  convoy  of  five  sail,  and  drove  on  shore 
and  destroyed  an  armed  row-boat.  In  1816  he  served  at  Algiers;  and  In  1821,  22,  and  23,  in 
the  West  Indies,  and  was  engaged  with  piratical  vessels  on  the  coast  of  Cuba,  five  of  whieh  were 
captured.

Pyrenees,  NiTelle,  Nive,  and  Toulouse,  and  at  the  sieges  of  Ciudad  Rodrigo,  and  Badajoz, 
for  which  he  has  rerefve<1  the  War  Medal  with  ten  Clasps. 

2  Lieut.-Co1onel  Fitz  Maurice  served  in  the  Peninsula  with  the  Rifle  Brigade  from  April 
ISll  to  the  end  of  that  war  in  1814,  including  the  action  of  Sabugal,  battle  of  Fnentcs 

d'Onor,  sieges  and  as«au]Cs  of  Ciudad  Rodrigo  and  Badajoz,  action  at  San  Milan,  battle  of 
Vittoria,  actions  at  the  bridge  of  Yanzi  and  Vera,  battles  of  the  Xivelle  and  the  NIve  (9t)i, 
10th,  and  11th  Dec.%  action  of  Tarbes,  and  battle  of  Touloase.  Served  also  the  campaign 
of  1815,  including  the  battle  of  Quatre  Bras.  Leg  broken  at  the  storming  of  Badajoz  and 
severely  wounded  in  the  thigh  by  a  musket-ball  at  Quatre  Bras.  He  has  received  the  War 
Medal  with  eight  Cia.«ps.

storming  of  Badajoz,  actions  on  the  heights  of  San  Christoval  and  at  Castrejon,  battle  of 
Salamanca,  capture  of  Madrid,  retreat  from  Salamanca,  in  which  he  was  acting  Brigade- 
Major  to  the  1st  Brigade  of  the  light  division ;  actions  at  San  Munos  and  San  Milan, 
battle  of  Vittoria,  and  three  days'  severe  skirmishing  in  following  the  enemy  to  Pampeluna, 
which  ended  in  the  capture  of  their  last  gun  by  the  Rifle  Brigade :  battles  of  the  Pyrenees, 
atorming  the  heights  of  Bchalar,  storming  the  fortified  heights  of  Bcra,  battles  of  the 
NiveUe  and  the  Nive,  together  with  those  near  Bayonne  on  the  9th,  10th,  11th,  12th,  and 
13th  Dec.  1813 }  action  at  Tarbes,  and  battle  of  Toulouse,  besides  numerous  minor  affairs. 
Served  also  the  campaign  of  1815,  and  was  present  at  the  battle  of  Quatre  Bras,  the  retreat 
on  the  following  day,  battle  of  Waterloo,  and  capture  of  Paris :  at  Waterloo  his  horse  was 
wounded  in  fire  places  and  killed  under  him. 

4  Captain  Phibbs  was  present  with   the  48th  Regt.  at  the  attack  and  capture  of 
Coorg  (Bast  Indies)  in  1834.

1  Sir  Aug.  De  Butts  was  at  the  sieges  of  Tbttlon,  Bastia,  and  Calrly  and  was  ikroarably 
mealioned  by  Lord  Hood  in  his  despatches  on  the  snrrender  of  Bastia. 

8  Lleat-Qen.  Bratt  was  present  at  the  attack  of  Fort  Fleur  d'fip^e,  Ouadalonpe)  Jane, 
1794,  and  at  the  defence  of  Fort  Matilda,  from  10th  Oct.  to  10th  Dec.  following.  In  1795 
at  Dominica  at  the  attack  and  captare  of  the  French  force  landed  for  the  reduction  of  the 
island.  In  1797  senred  at  the  attack  of  the  island  of  Porto  Rico.  Wounded  at  the  Helder 
in  1709. 

8  Lieat-Gcneral  Donifonl  was  present  at  the  siege'of  Fort  Bonrbofli  and  capture  of  Mar- 
tinique, St  Lacia,  and  Guadaloupe,  in  1704. 

4  Lieut-General  Thackeray  was  at  the  capture  of  Surinam  in  1799 ;  St.  Martin's,  and  St 
Bartholomew's,  in  1801 ;  directed  the  siege  of  Scylla  Castle,  in  1806 ;  and  that  of  the  Fortress 
of  Santa  Maura  In  1809.  Served  with  the  army  in  Spain,  in  1812 ;  at  the  battle  of  Caa* 
talla,  and  siege  of  Tarragona  In  1813,  and  remained  with  the  army  imtll  1814. 

5  Lfeot-^neral  Birch  served  in  Flanders,  and  Holland,  in  1793, 94,  and  95 ;  the  Bgyp- 
tian  campaign  of  1801 ;  taldng  of  Copenhagen  under  Lord  Cathcart ;  in  the  north  of  Spain, 
in  1808 ;  at  the  taking  of  Flttshhig,  in  1809 ;  defenee  of  Cadiz,  hi  1810  and  11.  He  Itas 
received  the  silver  War  Medal  for  Barrosa.  Shot  through  the  thigh  near  Yalmesada,  7  Nov. 
1806. 

6  Sir  Stephen  R.  Chapman  served  in  Holland,  in  1799;  at  Copenhagen,  in  1807  ;  imd 
in  the  Penhisula  from  March  1809  to  Feb.  1811. 

7  Lieut-General  ICicolls  went  out  with  a  reinforcement  of  several  Regts.  to  Gibraltar  on 
the  war  breaking  out  with  Spain  in  1796,  and  remained  blockaded  in  that  fortress  two 
and  a  half  years :  proceeded  ffom  thence  to  the  West  Indies  in  1799.  Went  as  Commanding. 
Bnfflneer  with  It-Gen.  Shr  George  Prevost  to  Nova  Scotia  in  1808,  under  expectations 
of  hostilities  with  America.  Remained  there  until  the  war  broke  out  in  1812,  and  was 
actively  employed  in  the  protection  of  the  frontiers  of  If  ova  Scotia  and  New  Brunswick, 
and  was  present  at  the  capture  of  Moose  Island,  Castine  and  Belfast*  Commanding  Engineer 
in  Canada  part  of  1814  and  15.

Received  a  bayonet-womid  through  the  thigh,  and  a  musket- 
wound,  which  injured  the  spine,  in  leading  a  storming  party  to  attack  an  advanced  work 
oecnpied  by  the  French  on  the  Dike  in  front  of  Flushing,  14th  Aug.  1809.

13  Major-General  Arnold's  services : — ^blockade  and  snrrender  of  Malta,  In  1800 ;  the  whole 
of  the  campaign  in  Egypt,  in  1801,  including  the  attack  and  surrender  of  Aboukir  Fort  and 
castle,  battle  of  Alexandria,  and  afterwards  accompanied  the  division  of  the  army  which

1  Colonel  Ptrke  was  prewnt  in  Duncan's  Tietory  near  Camperdown^  11th  Oet  1707 ; eommanded  two  compaow  of  Marine  Artillery  in  Bpain  in  1812.  and  tluee  companies  in 
America,  from  1813  to  1816,  inclnding  the  attack  and  captore  of  the  entrenched  camp  at 
Hampton;  besides  the  abore,  he  has  been  twelte  times  engaged  with  tlia  enemy  in  boats and  on  shore. 

2  Colonel  Oven's  serrtoes : — Battle  of  Camperdown ;  defence  of  the  island  of  St.  Maroon ; bombardnunt  of  La  Hogue ;  boarding  and  captme  of  Indk  ship  Ckemee  nnder  the 
batteries  at  Manritius ;  bnming  of  French  frigate  La  Pretmnue;  boarding  and  captnie  of 
ship  Sm  Kjfmph  in  harboor  of  Port  Loois ;  battle  of  Traftlgar ;  and,  although  wonnded, 
was,  nererthelefls,  the  first  person  on  board  the  Spanish  80  gnn  ship  Aratmauta  ;  captore 
#C  Copenhagen ;  destmetion  of  Le  Rofnut^  and  I^an^  French  ships  of  the  line,  Cette ; 
destruction  of  a  French  prirateer  brig  in  the  port  of  Negaya ;  capture  of  a  conyoy  at 
TjmgniHa,  the  batteries  being  first  carried  by  the  Marines ;  destruction  of  the  Forts  of 
Alessis  and  TAngpiilia  by  the  Marines  under  his  command,  after  haTing  dmrged  %oUk  tk§ 
haifoiut  tmd  drfeated  a  hmttalion  (ff  tkit  Firench  69tf  qf  the  fine,  ̂   «  very  iuperiorfirce. 
Commanded  a  battalion  on  the  North  Coast  of  Spain,  inclnding  the  actions  of  Alia,  6th 
June;  near  Fontarabia,  11th  July;  and  at  Hemani,  16th  March  1887,  when  Uie  Royal 
Marines  rendered  such  important  senrioes  to  the  Queen  of  Spain  and  her  Allies. 

8  Colonel  Mensies  was  attached  to  I«ord  Nelson's  squadron  oiT  Boulogne,  where  ha 
participated  in  all  the  desperate  cutting-out  affairs  on  hue  French  coast  against  Boonap 
parte's  flotilla.  Commanded  a  detachment  of  Boyid  Marines  landed  at  Port  Jackson 
during  an  Insurrection  of  coniicts,  in  March,  1804 ;  by  his  promptitude  and  exertions  the 
town  of  Sydney  and  indeed  the  colony  was  in  a  great  measure  preserved  and  tranquillity 
restored.  On  the  S8d  June,  1806,  he  was  in  one  of  the  boats  of  His  Mijesty's  Ship 
MmervOj  cutting  out  fire  ressels  from  under  Fort  Finisterre;  and  on  the  11th  July  fol- 

lowing he  was  in  the  barge  which,  when  60  miles  from  where  the  frigate  lay  at  anchor, 
captiJed  by  boarding  the  Buma  Dieha  Spanish  privateer,  of  three  times  the  Ibroe  of  the 
boat,  after  a  sharp  conflict :  this  attack  was  planned  by  Colonel  Mensies.  Commanded 
and  headed  the  marines  at  the  storming  of  Fort  Finisterre,  being  the  first  who  entered 
the  Fort.  In  boats  cutting  out  the  SpaniBh  yessel  of  war,  8t,  Jotepk^  from  the  Bay  of 
Arosa,  where  he  landed  and  made  prisoner  the  Spanish  Commodore  who  dditered  to  him 
his  sword.  Commanded  the  Marines  at  the  capture  of  Fort  Guardia.  SUghtiy  wounded 
cutting  out  the  French  corvette,  La  M&teUe,  from  under  a  battery  in  Basque  Roads* 
Tsking  of  Fort  Camarinns  and  gun-boats  from  under  Its  protection.  Repeatedly  engaged 
In  severe  boat-actions,  and  against  batteries.  Right  arm  amputated.  Received  a  sword  of 
honour  from  the  Patriotic  Fund.  Commanded  the  Royal  Marine  Artillery  from  1887  to  1 844^ 

4  Colonel  Fergusson  served  at  the  capture  of  Rear  Admiral  Perrie's  squadron  from 
Egypt  when  in  pursuit  of  the  French  and  Spanish  fleets  In  June,  1790.  Blockade  of  Malta 

and  capture  of  Admiral  Perry's  squadron  Le  OSnimuB  74,  ViUe  dm  ATorseillef,  ftc  with  a 
reinfbroeinent  and  supplies  Ibr  the  relief  of  the  garrison.  Was  wrecked  and  sevmly  in- 

jured on  board  H.M.8.  Queen  Chariotte  when  burnt  off  Leghorn  in  1800,  only  fmr  saved 
out  of  a  detachment  of  n^riy  200  marines,  including  supernumeraries,  in  all  upwards  of  700 
persons  perished.  Served  at  the  siege  of  Genoa  and  Savona.  DeBtruetion  of  tlie  Ibrt  of 
Port  Espezie,  and  guns  carried  off  by  H.M.  S.  Santa  Dorothea  In  1800,  to  whidi  ship  ha 
then  belonged.  Served  in  Egypt  under  the  command  of  Sir  Ralph  Abereromby  in  1801 
{medal).  In  1806  at  Maida.  Defence  of  Gaeta  and  surrender  of  Tropea;  took  posseasfcm 
of  the  Utter  town  with  his  detachment.  Served  again  in  Egypt  with  the  expedition  under 
Major-General  Fraser  in  1807.  He  has  been  repeatedly  engaged  in  severe  boat  actions, 
and  against  batteries,  and  debarked  with  detachments  aiding  in  capturing  and  destn^ying 
ahlps  and  convoys  on  the  enemy's  coast.

At  the  attack  on  Norfolk,  and  the  entrenched  camp  of  Hampton,  Icc  In  the  Chcaapeake* 
Served  the  campaigns  of  1818  and  14  at  the  advanced  posts  in  Lower  Canada,  and  ta 
command  of  a  division  of  seven  gun-boats  employed  blockading  the  enemy's  flotilla  at 
Platsborg.  At  the  defence  of  La  Cole  MilL  Adjutant  to  a  Li^t  Corps  farmed  of  the 
flank  companies  of  the  8d  West  India  Regiment  and  Marine  Battalions  at  the  atta^  and 
capture  of  Fort  Peter,  the  fortUled  positions  of  St.  Mary's  and  Cumberland  Island  (coast 
of  Qeorgia).    In  eommand  of  a  detachment  of  AitUleiy  in  H.  M.S.  PhmUn  nslrtad  te 
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T^wlliiig  an  attack  of  AlgeriDe  gun-boats  in  1821.  Adjutant  to  a  battalion  under  Colonel 
Owen  «er?ing  in  co-operation  with  the  Spanish  army  in  1836-7,  including  the  affair  before 
Fuenlarabia,  11  July  1836,  the  field  actions  of  the  10th,  ]2tb,  and  I4th  March,  and  of 
Bemaul,  16  March  1837.  Served  as  Captain  in  the  same  battalion  until  the  Force  under 
Lord  John  Hay  was  withdrawn  in  1840.  He  has  recciTed  the  Military  War  Medal  with 
one  clasp  for  Ouadaloupe. 

30  Captain  James  Dowman  senred  at  the  defence  of  Cadiz  in  1810, 11,  and  12,  during 
which  period  he  was  repeatedly  engaged  in  action  against  the  enemy  both  on  land  and  in 
boats,  cutting  out^  &c.  At  the  blockading  of  the  French  fleet  off  Brest,  in  1818.  During 
the  late  campaign  on  the  coast  of  Syria,  in  1840  and  41,  including  the  storming  and  cap- 

ture of  Sidon,  surrender  of  Beyrout,  bombardment  and  &11  of  St.  Jean  d'Acre.  Senred 
also  with  the  Royal  Marine  Battalion  at  the  camp  at  D'Jouni. 

31  Captain  Thomas  Fynmore  was  at  the  capture  of  a  French  prirateer  schooner  of  16 
Sana  and  96  men,  besides  other  boat  senrice  in  1811.  In  the  partial  action  with  the  French 
eet  off  Toulon  in  1814.  Was  landed  at  Mahon  in  command  of  a  guard  to  protect  the 

person  of  the  Spanish  goTemor  from  the  threatened  yiolence  of  the  Walloon  guards.  Sent 
to  the  city  of  Florence  in  1815,  to  place  himself  under  the  directions  of  General  Count 
Kugent,  commander-in-chief  of  the  Austrian  army,  as  extra  aide-de-camp,  and  was  at  the 
taking  of  the  city  of  Naples.  In  1823  he  was  sent  up  to  the  city  of  Lima  to  protect 

English  merchants'  property  against  the  attacks  of  the  Negro  slaves  during  the  civil  war. 
Hie  20th  Oct.  1827,  was  at  the  battle  of  Navarino,  for  which  senrice  he  was  promoted  by 
His  Royal  Highness  the  Duke  of  Chu^noe,  but  in  consequence  of  belonging  to  a  gradation 
corps  the  appointment  was  afterwards  cancelled.  Served  with  the  French  army  at  the 
reduction  of  tiie  town  and  fortress  of  Patras  and  the  Morea  castle ;  served  afterwards  in  the 
West  Indies,  North  Sea,  and  off  Oporto  during  the  civil  war  between  Don  Pedro  and  Don 
Miguel.  In  1833  joined  the  Royal  Marine  Battalion  at  Lisbon,  commanded  by  Colonel 
Adatr,  C.  B.  In  April,  1837,  embarked  on  board  H.  M.S.  Cof^or  (36),  on  the  10th  Oct. 
was  landed  in  command  of  his  detachment  on  the  Albanian  coast  to  attack  Pirates.  Senred 
on  the  S.  £.  coast  of  Spain  from  4th  Jan.  38  to  30  Jan.  30. 

32  Captidn  Brown's  services : — attack  on  French  forts  at  Ciota  June  1812 ;  attack  and 
capture  of  the  town  of  L'Escalia,  in  the  Bay  of  Rosas,  1812;  partial  engagement  with 
the  French  fleet,  near  Tbulon,  1813 ;  attack  of  Algiers;  destruction  of  Oreek  pirates  at  Porto 
Bono,  Isle  of  Candia,  June,  1826. 

33  Major  Hunlle  was  at  the  attack  on  the  forts  and  harbour  of  Courageauz  In  1815 ; 
battle  of  Navarino  in  1827 ;  and  engagement  at  Punta  Obligada  in  the  river  Parana  on  the 
80th  Nov.  1845. 

34  Captain  Appleton  served  in  the  battalion  of  Marines  in  co-operation  with  the  allied 
forces  in  Syria,  and  was  present  at  the  attack  and  surrender  of  the  fortress  of  St.  Jean 
D'Acre  on  the  Sd  November,  1840. 

35  Captain  Dwyer  served  in  the  blockading  squadrons  off  Flushing,  the  Texel,  and 
off  Brest.  Since  the  peace  he  has  served  in  tiie  Bast  and  West  Indies,  and  the  Medltei^ 

nmean.  * 
36  Captun  Mitford  was  employed  on  the  coast  of  Syria  during  the  whole  of  the  opera- 

tions against  the  Egyptians ;  he  landed  and  served  with  the  battalion  at  the  Camp  d'Jouni 
and  was  present  at  the  bombardment  of  St.  Jean  d'Acre.  He  has  been  presented  with  a medal  from  the  Sultan. 

37  Major  Hawkins  commanded  the  Royal  Marines  (about  200  strong)  at  the  attack 
on  and  destruction  of  Malioodoo  in  Borneo. 

38  Captain  Parke's  services : — Co-operation  with  the  Bpaadsh  flnroesand  Legion  near  San 
Sebastian,  and  under  Bapartero  in  raising  the  siege  of  Bilboa. 

38  Major  Stransham  served  at  the  battle  of  Navarino,  in  1827.  Also  on  the  China  ex* 
pedition,  and  was  severely  wounded  at  the  attack  on  the  defences  of  Canton,  18tii  March. 
1841. 

40  Captain  Anderson  served  at  the  battie  of  Navarino,  in  1827. 
41  Captain  T.  B.  Gray  served  at  the  battle  of  Navarino  in  1827.  Also  in  a  battalion 

imder  Colonel  Owen,  on  the  north  coast  of  Spain  in  1836-7-8,  in  co-operation  with  the 
Spanish  army,  including  the  field  actions  of  the  10th,  12th,  and  14th  March,  and  the 
action  of  Hemani,  16th  March  1837 :  he  was  subsequently  appointed  Adjutant  to  that 
force  under  Colonel  Purke.  He  served  as  Captain  on  the  coast  of  Portugal  and  in  the 
Tagus  during  the  civil  war  In  1846-7,  and  was  landed  with  his  detachment  from.  H.  M.  S. 
Superb,  to  guard  the  captured  divisions  of  the  rebel  army  under  Count  das  Antas,  prison- 

ers in  Fort  St.  Jullsn. 
42  Captain  John  Miller  served  at  the  battle  of  Navarino,  in  1827. 
43  Capt.  George  Elliott  served  on  the  China  expedition,  and  was  wounded  in  the  attack 

on  the  intrenched  camps  on  the  heights  of  Segoan,  15th  March,  1842. 
44  Major  Langford  served  with  the  Battalion  in  Spain  from  June  1836  to  Sept.  1840,  and 

was  present  in  the  actions  of  Fuenterabia  and  Hcmani,  besides  various  minor  affiadrs. 
While  serving  in  H.  M.  S.  North  Star,  from  Sept.  1841  to  Sept.  1846,  he  participated  in 
the  opentions  of  the  Expeditionary  Force  in  China,  including  the  blockade  of  the  Woosung 
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Riren  (Medal).  On  the  termination  of  hostilities  with  Chixia  he  proceeded  io  the  Kcrth  Star 
to  New  Zealand ;  and  was  landed  with  all  the  detachments  of  Royal  Marines  from  H.M.ahipa 
present,  arid  appointed  to  command  that  force,  together  with  a  detachroeot  of  the  96ili 
Regt.,  with  which  he  was  actively  employed  in  the  field  against  the  insuifrent  chieft^  whoea 
strongly  stockaded  Ptihs,  or  Villaffes,  were  successfully  attacked  and  dcstrojed;  fSor  thasa 
services  he  obtained  the  Brevet  rana  of  Major.

46  Captain  J.  H.  Wright  served  with  the  Battalion  from  1836  to  1640,  in  co-opcmti(Ni 
with  the  Spanish  Army,  and  was  present  at  the  action  of  Fuenterabia,  11th  Joljp,  1680, 
the  6eld  actions  of  the  10th,  12th,  and  14th  March,  and  Hemani,  16th  March,  1897. 

47  Capt.  Langley  served  in  the  operations  on  the  North  Coast  of  Spain  in  eommaul  of 
the  detachment  of  Boyal  Marines  of  H.M.S.  Castor,  during  1834  and  two  followiof  J4 
and  was  severely  wounded  on  the  0th  June  1836,  defending  the  heights  of  Pasaagf 
a  very  superior  force  of  Carilsts. 

46  Captain  Brittaln  was  presented  with  a  sword  by  the  merchants  of  Bombay,  for  servii 
performed  against  pirates  in  the  Straits  of  Malacca. 

49  Capt.  Simon  Fraser  nerved  throughout  the  campaign  In  Syria,  including  the  stom  aad 
captura  of  Sidon,  the  surrender  of  Beyrout,  and  the  bombard,  and  capture  of  St.  Jean  d'Aeie* 

60  Capt.  Parker  was  wounded  through  the  arm  at  Prescott,  In  Upper  Canada,  19Ch 
Nov.  1688. 

61  Capt.  Maxwell  served  on  the  China  expedition,  and  was  present  at  the  liattle  of 
Chuenpeet  attack  of  batteries  of  Anunghoy  and  North  Wantung,  advance  on  CaatoOp 
storming  the  heights  and  entrenched  camp  of  Canton,  bombardment  of  Culongso* 

65  Capt.  Spalding  served  In  command  of  a  Company  throughout  the  opcratima  In 
Syria,  in  1840,  and  was  sliffhtly  wounded  at  the  attack  on  OebaiL  He  has  raoeivcd  iIm 
Syrian  Medal. 

68  Capt.  Marriott  served  two  years  with  the  expeditionary  force  in  China,  and  wm 
present  at  the  first  rapture  of  Chusan ;  assisted  at  the  demolition  of  the  Bogne  Porta  In 
the  Canton  River ;  participated  in  the  actions  of  the  first  and  second  Bars ;  waa  engaged 
in  the  destruction  of  all  the  enemy's  sea  and  river  defences,  including  the  fnitreisw  of 
French  Folly  and  Hoqua's  Fort;  bombardment  and  taking  of  Macao  Passage  Fori; 
storming  of  the  Bird's  Nest  Batterv,  and  finally  at  the  combined  attack  oa  the  eoamjli 
poaltion  and  entrenched  camp  on  the  heights  above  Canton. 

64  Capt.  Shewen  was  employed  during  tlie  whole  of  the  campaign  on  the  eoai4  of  Syrio^ 
including  the  storming  and  capture  of  Sidon,  sumnder  of  Beymut,  and  bombardment  aod 
Ikll  of  SL  Jean  d'Acrp.    Servvd  abo  with  the  battalion  at  the  camp  at  d'Jouni. 

66  Captain Timpson  served  as  Adjutant  to  the  Riiyal  Marine  Battalion  in  164S  at  the  cap* 
tare  of  Twke  and  heights  of  Segoan,  attack  im  the  hill  defences  and  capturi'  of  Cbapoo^ 
capture  of  tlie  batteries  and  city  of  Woosung,  capture  of  the  batteries  of  Le  Shau,  aManll 
and  capture  of  Chin  Kiang  Foo,  and  landing  before  Nvnkin. 
66  Ueut.  A.  J.  B.  Mambly  served  on  the  China  expedition  (  Medal),  and  waa  sevm|y 

woimded  in  the  attack  on  the  entrenched  camps  on  the  heights  of  Segoan,  16th  Marehy  164S* 
He  served  slan  in  the  operations  on  the  Coast  of  Borneo  in  1846  and  46,  Inclndiqg  iha 
attack  on  MallfKxIoo  Bay. 

67  UeuL  Adair  was  slightly  wounded  in  the  aaaanlt  upon  Oehail,  in  Syria,  IStk 
Sept.  1640. 

66  lieut.  Fkrmar  served  on  the  China  expedition,  and  was  present  at  the  battle  of 
Chnenpee,  attack  of  the  Anunghoy  batteries,  advance  on  Canton,  capture  of  the  hcighfta  of 
Canton,  capture  of  Colongso,  second  capture  of  Chusan,  assault  and  capture  of  the  oilMiol 
and  city  of  Chinhae,  entry  into  Ningpo. 

09  Lieut.  Harrison  served  in  the  operatlona  on  the  Coast  of  Syria  (Medal),  lododi^p^ 
the  attacks  on  the  fortress  of  D'Jebail,  and  bombardment  and  capture  of  Acre.  He  setvod 
also  in  New  Zealand,  and  was  present  at  the  taking  of  tlie  fortified  Pah  at  Rnapekapeka  m 
the  11th  Jan.  1846. 

00  Lt.  Lawrence  acted  as  Aide-de-camp  to  Capt  Hotham,  R.  N.  while  takiog  and 
destrayiag  tlie  batteries,  ftc  at  Punta  Obligada,  in  the  river  Parana,  on  the  80th  Nov.  1646* 

01  Lient  J.  A.  Stewart  served  on  the  coast  of  Syria  during  the  whole  of  tlie  campaign 
and  was  at  the  taking  of  Sidon,  and  at  the  siege  of  St.  Jean  d'Acre  in  H.  M.  8.  JSdmim^ Served  also  on  Uie  coast  of  Africa  for  two  years,  during  which  time  he  assisted  at  tlM  d«* 
atmetiOD  of  several  Barracoons  on  the  coast,  when  about  ISOO  slaves  were  liberated. 

65  Ueut.  Pickard  served  on  the  China  expedition,  and  waa  present  at  th«  hattia  of 
ChiMBpce,  attack  of  batteries  of  Anunghoy  and  North  Wantung,  advance  oa  ̂ nfirn, 
atorming  the  heights  of  Canton,  bombardment  of  Colongso. 

68  Lieata.  Dyer,  J.  W.  A.  Kennedy,  and  Mansell  were  present  at  the  attack  on  i»d 
destmctloo  of  Malloodoo,  la  Borneo. 

67  Captain  Lawrence  served  in  bomb  vessels  in  1805  and  6  between  Dunkirk  and 
Boulogne,  and  waa  sevexal  times  engaged  with  the  French  flotilla.  In  1807  he  waa 
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•t  the  psasige  of  the  Dardanelles,  and  destroying  the  Turkish  squadron,  and  in  Egypt.  In 
1808  he  was  at  the  defence  of  Rosas.  In  1809  he  was  in  the  Walcheren  expedition,  and 

engaged  with  the  enemy'fl  ̂ uo-boats  at  Batz.  In  1811  he  was  serving  with  the  Marine 
battidion  in  Lisbon,  St.  Julian,  and  Cascaes.  In  1812  he  was  on  the  north  coast  of  Spain, 
and  was  the  oflScer  who  directed  the  guns  from  a  rock  at  the  entrance  of  the  St.  Andrew  river 
against  the  castle  of  Ylgo.  and  subsequently  landed  and  blew  it  up :  be  was  also  at  the 
taking  of  Castro,  at  all  the  attacks  on  that  coast.  In  1814  he  was  at  the  battle  of  Bla- 
denabiirg,  capture  of  Washington,  action  before  BaltimoTe,  and  subsequently  in  all  the 
attacks  at  New  Orleans. 

68  Capt.  Hookey  served  as  Yolnnteer  1st  class,  in  His  Majesty's  ship  Prince  of  Walu^ 
fipom  Jan.  to  Dec.  1805,  and  was  in  the  general  action  of  the  22nd  Dec.  1806.  Served  in 
the  West  Indies,  from  1806  until  1809,  including  the  capture  of  Lea  Saints,  and  Martinique, 
aiid  tieveral  actions  in  boats  cutting  out  French  vessels,  and  destroying  lotteries,  &c.     Prom 
1809  to  1811  served  on  board  H.  M.  8.  Theban,  blockading  the  French  flotilla  at  Boulogne ; 
several  times  In  action  with  them.  Assisted  In  the  boats  cutting  out  a  large  French  lugger 

at  Dieppe.  From  1812  to  1814,  served  on  board  His  Majesty's  ship  Daphne,  in  the  BaltiCy 
and  was  several  times  in  action  with  DHni^h  gun  boats  in  the  Belt. 

69  Major  Ltfonard  served  with  the  detacliment  of  Royal  Marines  in>  the  Fortress  of 
Roses,  in  Catalonia,  in  1808.  In  1809,  he  was  present  at  the  reduction  of  Zanie  and 
Cephalonia  ;  and  in  1810  at  that  of  Santa  Maura,  including  the  assault  of  the  entrenched 
batteries  and  siege  of  the  Fortress.  He  was  afterwards  present  in  several  boat  actions, 
doHng  two  years,  off  Corfu ;  and  in  H.  M.  S.  Perlen  in  the  action  with  tlie  French  squadron 
oflTTbuIon,  22nrl  Nov  1811.

70  Capt.  Moore  served  in  H.M.S.  jlmpAton..  from  May,1808  to  July.  1811 ;  was  In  the  ac- 
tios with  and  capture  of  four  Spanish  frigates  off  Cape  St.  Mary's  ;  action  with  flotilla  of 

SA*boats  in  Gibraltar  Bay ;  cutting  out  a  schooner  in  Corsica ;  a  severe  action  with  a  French 
gate,  and  driven  on  shore  under  the  batteries  in  the  Bay  of  Rivers  in  1808.  Served  at 

the  t^ing  of  Pecan,  and  capture  of  large  convoys.  Commanded  the  marines  at  the  taking 
of  Cootel^tta  in  1809,  and  taking  six  gunboats.  Commanded  the  marines  of  the  squadron 
at  Che  taking  of  Grao  and  large  convoys  laden  with  military  stores,  after  a  most  saogul* 
nary  action  with  a  garrison  of  French  troops  at  the  point  of  the  bayonet,  when  the  whole 
of  tiM  garrison  were  killed,  wounded,  or  made  prisoners,  •— for  this  action  and  preTiout 
aei^iMs  he  was  made  brevet-captain.  Present  also  at  the  capture  of  several  other  tovms 
on  the  coast  of  the  Adriatic,  and  destruction  of  convoys.  He  was  senior  officer  of  mft- 
xinea  tfe  the  action  off  Lissa,  13th  March,  1810,  and  was  twice  very  severely  wounded  and 
twlM  rewarded  from  Patriotic  Fund.  He  has  been  in  upwards  of  30  suooessfnl  conieats 
with  tiw  enemy,  and  frequently  ofBcially  mentioned  for  gallantry. 

71  Capt.-  Little  served  In  the  channel  fleet  and  at  the  blockiule  of  Ferrol  and  Comnna 
In  1606-4.  Appointed  to  the  Royal  Marine  Artillery  on  the  formation  of  that  corps  in 
1804^  and  was  employed  in  various  bomb  vessels  ou  the  enemy's  coast  co-operating  with 
the  land  forces,  or  on  detached  service.  In  command  of  the  mortars  in  the  Vesuvwe 
bomb  at  tlie  attack  of  Boulogne.  Defence  of  Cadiz  in  1809 ;  and  subsequently  at  the 
bloeikade  of  Rochfort,  where  he  commanded  a  storming  party  in  a  successful  night  attack 
on  tlie  coast,  on  which  occasion  he  received  the  particular  thanks  of  the  Admiralty,  and 
waaiewarded  by  the  Patriotic  Fund : — at  the  commencement  of  this  attack  he  was  severely 
wo#nded  by  a  musket-ball  shattering  the  wrist  which  rendered  amputation  of  the  right 
band  neeessary. 

79  Captain  Wolrige  served  in  the  year  1809  with  Lord  Cochrane  in  Basque  Roads ;  and 
in  tte  same  year  was  engaged  in  action  with  gun-boats  In  the  Baltic.  From  1810  to  1818 
defanoe  of  &kdiz  and  Tarifii.  Severely  wounded  at  South  Beveland  in  1814,  and  received 
ft  ravpftfil  fnm  the  Patriotic  Fund.    Present  at  the  battle  of  Algiers  in  1810. 

73  Captain  Toby  served  firom  1810  to  13  inclusive,  on  the  Coast  of  France.  From  1813 
to  16^  with  the  1st  battalion  (Royal  Marines)  in  America,  and  on  the  Lakes  of  Canada. 
Sinea  the  Peace,  he  has  served  in  the  Mediterranean,  on  the  coasts  of  Africa,  and  South 
Amartea.    He  has  been  fluently  engaged  in  boat  actions  with  batteries,  &c.  &c. 

14k  Doetor  Irvins  was  actively  employed  on  the  coast  of  North  America  in  1814  and  16| 
ns  Aasistant-Suigeon  of  H.  M.  S.  Spencer,  and  Acting-Surgeon  of  H.  M.  sloop  Ditpatch, 
being  in  boat  service,  and  firequently  under  the  fire  of  the  enemy.  He  was  surgeon  of  the 
Alhgator  at  Rangoon  during  the  Burmese  war,  where  he  had  also  charge  of  the  Hospital 
Ship  established  for  the  reception  of  the  sick  and  wounded  of  the  flotilla  employed  in  the 
Irrawaddy.  Ue  was  surgeon  of  the  Dartmouth  in  the  battle  of  Navarino,  and  of  the  flag 
ahips  St.  Vincent  and  Britannia  in  the  Mediterranean :  whilst  in  the  latter  ship  Dr.  Irvine 
galJMd  the  gold  medal  of  Sir  Gilbert  Blane  for  his  Medical  Journal.

DUTIES  AND  ORGANIZATION. 

The  Commlsiariat  are  charged  with  the  following  duties : — In  the  Field  they  have  hitherto  had 
the  custody  of  the  Military  Chesty  and  prorided  and  paid  for  ererything  necessary  for  the  9nb^ 
sistence  and  transport  of  an  army.  At  the  present  time,  on  stations  abroad,  they  box  e  the  cbvge 
of  the  Military  Chests,  negotiation  of  Bills  for  their  supply,  and  receipt  of  «I1  sui|  l«a  aoiiiaa 
arising  from  Marions  sources  hi  the  hands  of  public  departments,  as  also  monies  lor  remittance  to 
England*  lliey  make  advanoes  to  Regimental  Paymasters  on  account  of  the  Pay  of  the  Troopa, 
and  to  tbe  Heads  of  the  Ordnance  and  NaTnl  Departments,  on  account  of  tlieir  rcapeetlTe  scrttces. 
They  pi^  in  detail  the  Staff,  all  money  allowancea  and  contingencies;  alio  the  H«lf-Pay  and  ra-> 
tired  allovanees,  Chelsea  Pensions)  Widows'  Pensions,  Compassionate  allowances, aad  N«v«l  Tooh- 
aions,  &£.,  to  all  persons  resident  at  the  several  stations.  They  contract  and  pay  for  Prorialoos 
required  on  the  spot  for  the  supply  of  the  Troops,  and  for  land  and  water  transport.  In  the  Weat 
ladies  they  pay  in  detail  the  Assistant  Commissioners  and  Stipendiary  Magistrates  under  the 
ProrisioDa  of  the  Slave  Compensation  Act :  at  some  stations  they  perform  the  duties  of  Noval 
Agents.  In  C>anada,  Nova  Scotia,  and  Jamaica,  they  pay  the  Becleilastical  FttsMishmeiitt,  aad 
at  the  former  they  have  the  custody  and  issue  of  Indian  PresentSi  and  chatge  of  the  Loeka  oad 
Collection  of  the  ToUa  on  the  canals  connected  with  the  St.  Lawrence.  In  New  South  W«lca  aod 
Van  Diem«n%  Land,  they  supidy  Provisions,  Ctothing,  and  Stores,  of  all  descriptions  for  «obvkl 
•ervioes*  Thay  enter  Into  contracts  for  Ordnance  Stores,  Building  Materials,  Jcc.,  on  the  spot,  and 
provide  and  nay  for  suppKes  for  Army  Hospitals,  superintend  the  issue  of  provisions,  fongu,  fmd, 
and  light  hi  aind  made  by  Contractors,  and  issue  such  articles  of  Provision  as  are  sent  out  for  tho 
use  of  the  Troops  from  England.  Their  duties  are  blended  with  the  Army,  Ordnance,  Navy,  and 
many  other  branches  of  the  public  service.  They  are  under  the  orders  of  and  responsible  for  th# 
execution  of  their  duties  to  the  General  or  Officers  commanding  at  the  various  stations,  aod 
receive  their  instructions  from  the  Board  of  Treasury,  with  whom  they  correspond  through  tho 
Secretary  on  all  points  of  service  on  which  they  are  engaged.

7  Captain  Serv antes  embarked  for  the  Peninsula  in  Oct.  1810,  as  a  volunteer,  and  sp^ed 
as  such  with  the  48th  and  60th  regts.  up  to  and  at  the  battle  of  Albuhera,  when  he  was 
gazetted  to  an  Rnsigncy  in  the  97th,whichregt.  being  ordered  to  £ngland,he  got  removed 
back  to  the  66th  for  the  purpose  of  remaining  on  servlc:*^  and  continued  to  serve  hi  the 
Peninsula  until  the  end  of  that  war  in  1814^  including  the  battles  of  Ylttoria  (wounded). 

—  PjrreneeSi,  Nivclle,  Nive,  Orthes,  Aire,  and  Toulouse,  besides  several  minor  engagements. 
Wounded  in  the  face  in  1811,  when  on  escort  duty. 

8  Captain  Travers,  prior  to  entering  the  army,  served  as  a  Midshipman  in  the  Diana 
.*  firigfttey. under  Captain  Maling,  for  three  years,  on  the  West  iudia  Station,  and  was  fre- 

quently engaged  in  boats  cutting  out  vessels  under  the  batterie  i  at  the  islands  of  Curacoa 
and  Cuba.  In  July  1806  he  embarked  with  a  detachment  of  tie  Rifle  Brigade  for  South 
America,  and  was  severely  wounded  in  the  shoulder  at  the  attack  on  the  suburbs  of  Buenos 
Ay  res  on  the  3rd  July  1807,  but  this  did  not  prevent  his  entering  the  town  on  the  5th 

with  General  Crawfurd's  Brigade.  He  served  under  Sir  John  Mocre  during  the  campaign 
and  retreat  to  Corunna  in  1808-9 ;  and  subsequently  accompanied  his  Regt.  to  Walcheren.

In  the  foiiowinc  year  he  waa  at  the  redaction  of  the  French,  Datoh,  and  Spaniah  Coloaiea 
in  the  West  Indiea.  &  1797  he  was  at  the  capture  of  Trinidad,  and  in  1799  at  the  redaotioiior 
Surinam.  In  1801  he  aerred  nnder  Lord  Nelson  at  the  battle  of  Copenhagen,  and  has  receired 

the  NaTal  War  Medal  with  one  CJaip.  In  1806  he  comaanded  the  lutrtpid'M  Marines  in  the 
attack  upon  Capri,  and  he  was  afterwards  present  at  the  defence  of  Gaeta.  In  1809  he  scrred 
at  the  redaction  of  Marttniqne  and  the  Salntes  ;  and  in  the  following  year  he  waa  wounded  at 
the  attaolc  open  Gaadalonpe^  and  has  reoeired  the  Militaty  War  Medal  with  one  Clas^  Snbse- 
qaentfy  he  was  engaged  in  Tarioos  minor  affairs  with  batteries  and  gonboats  off  Tanfa  in  the 
StraiU  of  Gibraltar. 

2  Captoin  J.  H.  Adair  serred  with  the  60ih  at  the  oaptare  of  Martiniqae  and  Les  Saintee,  in 
1809;  of  Gnadalonpe  in  1810,  and  again  in  1815.  He  has  reoeiTed  the  War  Medal  with  two

that  war  in  1814,  including  the  bottlea  of  Vittoria  (wounded),  Maya  Pass,  the  Pyrenees  (28th, 
29th,  30th,  and  31st  July  1813),  NiveUe,  SL  Palais,  Nive,  Bayonne,  Orthes,  Aire,  Tarbes.  and 
Toulouse.    He  hai  received  the  War  Medal  with  six  Ciaips. 

6  Captain  Andros  serred  with  the  65fch  during  the  campaign  of  1814  and  15  in  Guaerat  and 
Kutcb,  and  was  present  at  the  capture  of  the  Forts  of  Juosin,  Anjar  Khuncoote,  Dbingce,  and 
Dwarka.  Served  also  throoghout  the  Mahratta  campaigas  of  1816, 17,  and  18,  induflung  the 
battle  before  and  subsequent  capture  of  Poonah,  and  the  affair  of  Ashtoe. 

7  Captain  Anton  has  reeeived  the  War  Medal  with  two  Clasps  for  Martinique  and  Gnadaloapa 
8  Captain  Appleton  served  in  the  Peninsula  in  1809  and  10,  and  was  present  at  the  haul*  of 

Buiaoo,  for  which  he  has  received  the  silver  War  Medal  with  one  CJa«p. 
10  Captain  John  Arasstrong  (h.p.  8S  F.)  has  received  the  War  Medal  with  fire  Clasps  far 

Busaco,  Fuentes  d'Onor,  Cindad  Bodrigo,  Badejos,  and  Salamanca. 
11  Caotain  Robert  Armstrong  served  in  the  Peninsula  with  the  61st,  from  July  1809  to  Jan. 

1810,  and  again  from  Oct.  1811  to  Feb.  1814,  inoludtng  the  battle  of  Talavera,  stM-ming  tho 
forts  and  battle  of  Salamanca,  aicge  of  Burgos,  and  blockade  of  Pampolnna.  He  has  reoeivtd 
the  War  Medal  with  two  Clasps.

of  Hia  Majeitv'a  anna  haa  received  the  Royal  approbation*  the  Prince  Regent  haa  been  pleaMd to  commaM  that  the  following  Regalationa  ihall  be  adopted  in  the  grant  and  drcnlalion  of 
anchmaikaofdiitinction:  vis.-^ 

XmL  That  one  Medal  only  ihaU  be  borne  by  each  OiBcer  recommended  fix  anch  die* 
tinction. 

3nd.  llMt  for  the  aecond  and  third  events,  which  may  be  sabeeqaently  commemoraled  aa 
lika  manner,  each  individual  recommended  to  bear  the  distinction  shall  cariv  a  gold  Claiy 
attached  to  the  ribbon  to  which  the  Medal  is  suspended,  and  inscribed  with  the  name  of  tkn 
Battle  or  Siege  to  which  it  relatea. 

8rd.  That  npoo  a  claim  beiog  admitted  to  a  firarth  mark  of  distinctioo,  a  Oasa  ahall  hn 
borne  by  each  oAoer,  with  the  names  of  the  four  Battles  or  Sieges  respectively 
thereupon;  and  la  be  woni  in  snbatitntion  of  the  diatinetiona  previonsly  gfantad  la 
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4tb.  Upon  each  occasion  of  a  similar  natore  that  may  occur  subsequently  to  the  grant  of 
a  Cross,  the  Clasp  shall  again  be  issued  to  those  who  have  a  claim  to  tlie  additional  disttnctioui 
to  be  borne  ob  the  ribbon  to  which  the  Croes  is  suspended,  in  the  same  manner  as  deeoribed 
in  No.  2  of  these  Regulations.
